EANc Evolution

ARules and practices arising through discussion and consensus,
for example:

ASemiformal meeting structure

AAsking for a turn on the text channel by typing an exclamation
mark

AVoting on new members in online meetings

AMaximum of three representatives per group or organisation
ANot just another forum for random social discussion!




EANc Evolution

ADefining through discussion and collective decisions what the
boundaries are, for example:

APrimarily a space for groups and organisations where autistic
people are in the majority, and decistonmaking is democratic

ANot for individual sefadvocates who work with other types of organisations

ANot for groups where one or two people make all decisipasen if they
are autistic

APrimarily about autism

AOverlap with other neurodiversity recognized and considered important, but
not the main focus

EUCAPConcept

AA formally constituted umbrella organisation for autista
organisations

ACore of full members that are stable organisations with clearly
stated aims, democratic structures and basic ablility to manage
themselves

AAssociated members, with less stringent criteria, no voting
rights but can contribute ideas and receive support




EUCAPEvolution

ADiscussions concerning the formation of EUCAP started early on
among EAN members

ALive meeting in Prague, October 2017: Principles were discussed
and a Statutes Committee was nominated to finalize a draft
provided by Alistair de Gaetano

ACommittee members from six countries worked on the details for a
year and a half




EUCAPEvolution

AThe completed draft was sent to potential member
organisations for comments, and final changes were made

AOrganisations signed agreements to confirm their approval of
statutes, and of Prague as the place of registration

ADiscussions on the practical details of creating EUCAP started,
with the Czech organisation Adventor providing the
framework




EUCA Core princip

AAutistic people as decisiamakers at every level

AAdvocating for autistic people, without dictating the themes in
advance

Alntention to be active, visible and political

Alntention to cooperate with broader neurodiversity, but to
keep providing a distinctly autistic perspective




EUCAIe Core princip
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ASupporting autistic people in countries where it may be difficult to
form advocacy organisations

AContinuing to reach out and grow

ASizehof member organisation reflected in voting power, but not too
muc

AStable organisation with 10 autistic members could be a full ACE member
with voting rights

ANumber of members increases the voting power only up to 200 mengers
